AN UPDATE ON OUR FRIEND 
           FRANK NITTI  
 
We were all dismayed to hear that 
Frank had a few health set backs 
recently, necessitating more tests 
and more trips to Guadalajara to  
see specialists. Eventually it was  
determined that Frank needed family 
around him and they were sent for. 
Last Friday morning (28th), he was 
Flown back to Vancouver by Air  
Medi-Vac and we have heard since 
that after a very uncomfortable 
journey he is now in good care as 
 a patient in Vancouver General 
 Hospital. 
 
When we have further information  
we will pass it on immediately. 
Gerry & Dorothy are in touch with  
the family and they will keep us up 
to date on his prognosis and  
recovery. 

          PATA RESULTS 
 
Hi everyone, 
Hopefully most of you have had a 
chance to recover from the grueling 
double-clinic feat we pulled off this 
year with near back-to-back 
spay/neuter clinics combined with our 
first-ever teaching clinic awarded to us 
by the Rural Area Veterinary Services 
(RAVS) branch of the Humane 
Society of the United States. 
  
You all deserve an enormous pat on 
the back for helping us achieve 313 
free surgeries in these two clinics! 
Despite the focus on teaching and the 
slower pace of the first clinic, we 
managed 114 surgeries, and the pace 
picked up last week with our annual 
PATA spay/neuter volume clinic, with 
199 dogs and cats receiving surgeries. 
We have also had the fortune of 
welcoming in a growing "visiting vet" 
volunteers, with a returning contingent 
from Maryland, USA (Dr. Janet, 
Laurie, Sandy and Patty) and Dr. Lori 
from Edmonton, AB on board. Five 
vets from three different countries on 
the tables working side by side to 
support the Manzanillo local 
community was a complete joy to see! 
  
On a whole, we saw a HUGE 
improvement in the condition of the 
animals brought in, and a slight 
increase in the number of male 
animals getting neutered. Combining 
both clinic numbers, 191 dogs 
received surgeries, a third of them 
male and double the number of female 
dogs receiving hysterectomies. Of 122 
cats, however, we were pleasantly 
surprised by a leveling off of the 
numbers, with only slightly more 
females than tomcats. We are making 
progress!  
  
We also were lucky to have the 
cooperation of the municipality, who 
loaned us a truck and staff person to 
help round up street animals, of which 
we did more than 25. As always, all 
animals were given rabies vaccines 
courtesy of the Centro de Salud and 
dogs received polyvalente "five step" 
vaccines that guard against distemper, 



influenza, leukemia among other 
deadly canine diseases. 
  
Since RAVS provided their own 
anesthesia, medication and supplies, 
we had reduced costs on our second 
clinic and thanks to generous 
donations from the community at 
several collection sites, we managed 
to complete the 199 surgeries with a 
budget of 15,000 pesos, or 
roughly 75 pesos a surgery or $7 
USD. Using anesthesia, suture and 
other supplies purchased by PATA, 
Dr. Gaby Leyva will continue 
throughout the year providing the free 
surgeries to pets of families in need at 
zero cost at her Las Brisas clinic..... 
As PATA's official vet, she provides 
her services "pro bono", donating her 
time to the cause of "less street 
animals"..... we hope to soon have a 
few more local vets such as Dr. Gil 
Arana, Dr. Gustavo Murillo and Dr. 
De la Pena also providing this 
community service using PATA-
purchased meds. 
  
Thanks again for all your support 
during these two clinics and the 
fundraising efforts to help us achieve 
these clinics. The number of free 
surgeries provided by PATA 
Manzanillo has now grown to 800 in 
the past three years, and we hope to 
reach the 1,000th surgery this year 
with mini-clinics held in low income 
neighborhoods such as El Naranjo, El 
Centro and downtown Manzanillo in 
cooperation with other local vets who 
came out and learned with the RAVS 
vets. 
  
As always, anyone looking to adopt a 
dog or cat to bring home to the US or 
Canada can do so with PATA's "adopt 
a pet" program where we provide the 
spay/neuter, vaccines and travel health 
certificate for a small donation to help 
you get your precious cargo home! 
Stay tuned for news of anti-tick dog 
baths during the summer season and 
our first mini-clinic in the coming 
months. By going out into the rural 
community in true mobile fashion, we 
hope to access the neediest 

neighborhoods and target the street 
animal problem at the source.

WHAT HAPPENS TO OUR OLD 

& FAITHFUL FRIENDS  
 

The recent sudden passing of one of 
our member's furry family members 
has put an unhappy subject in my 
mind. Unhappy, but still...one we all 
have to think about, especially if we 
live here in ZLO full-time. I don't like 
to dwell on something happening to 
my pets, but in most cases, the fact of 
living with an animal is that we 
humans will probably out live them.  
 
The subject is...what to we do when 
our pet dies? What are our options? At 
present they are limited.  
The first is burial; that one is open to 
those of us who have land available, 
keeping in mind that while the area 
may be there, it may not be practical 
for a burial site due to soil 
composition, construction fill and 
other factors. Many folks here live in 
condos so that option is not available 
to them. There is not a pet cemetery in 
ZLO. 
  
The second is cremation; there are no 
facilities for cremation in town for 
animals. The closest services are in 
Ajijic at the Animal Clinic of Doctors 
Ladron de Guevara. 01 376 765 5940. 
Costs range from $400 pesos for a cat 
to $850 for a large dog. You can take 
your pet for drop off Monday thru 
Saturday (call so they are expecting 
you) where it will be stored for 
transport to Guadalajara for cremation. 
You should ask when to call to 
arrange pick up of the remains. Ajijic 
is about 3.5 hours from here.  
  
To expand our options, a place to hold 
the body until choices can be made 
would be at the top of my wish list. 
Freezers can be purchased locally for 

$3000-6000 pesos depending on the 
size. Dr. Alejandro has agreed to 
house a freezer at his Valle las Garzas 
office for our use. He currently does 
not have one either. (I don't know how 
he disposes of animals in his practice 
at this time) In order to make this 
happen, we can go a few ways. ARA 
could buy one outright and house it 
there, we could create a specified 
donation fund to purchase one, or a 
donor could make an "in kind" 
donation to ARA or directly to Dr. 
Alejandro. Dr. A, in turn could charge 
a small fee  to offset the charges for 
the power to run it when needed. If it 
were his, he could use it for 
other clients as well. If it belonged to 
ARA, when we get our shelter built it 
could be moved to that location.  
  
My personal choice is to create a fund 
for the purchase. On our website 
www.ara-manzanillo.org there is a 
place to make donations using PayPal. 
To make a specified donation, a 
separate email should be sent to 
ara.mzlo@yahoo.com with a notation 
of the amount donated to what I would 
like to call "Joey's Fund" since he is 
what got me started thinking about 
this in the first place. Your donations 
will help to make this happen, and I 
would ask that if you feel moved to 
make such a donation, you please do 
so, with my sincere thanks. This is not 
an easy subject to think about, or write 
about, much less deal with when it 
happens. Having options, choices and 
information helps. For more 
information and support on pet 
bereavement check out these sites.
