This past year has seen an increase 
of 67% in tourists visiting the area, 
which will be surpassed this coming 
year. Also in the New Year there 
will be an increase in visiting cruise 
ships from 86 in 2005 to 150 in 
2006. In 2005, the port received a 
total of more than 1,700 cargo 
vessels besides the cruisers. 
He re-iterated his promise of the 
previous breakfast, that he had zero 
tolerance for corruption within his 
office & district and assured his 
listeners that they can feel quite safe 
when visiting there. He thanked his 
staff for their professionalism.
