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Restaurant Service Tipping 

and No-No’s 
 
Several people have complained to us 
over the past few months about the 
practice of being asked for tips at 
restaurants in Manzanillo particularly 
at Pedro’s. This request for tips has 
continued probably as a matter of 
habit, even though we have told him 
that people find it offensive.  It is 
known that Mexican patrons do not 
automatically tip, then not a 
percentage, and well known that the 
majority of North Americans do. 
Even though Pedro serves us a buffet 
each week, the waiters serve drinks, 
set up for us and are generally most 
helpful. 
Please, if the tip is mentioned, do not 
take offence, ignore it and treat it as a 
difference in culture. Tip as you 
would do normally. 
In other restaurants in town, we 
recommend that you check your bill 
before paying as often a tip is added 
to the total. If that is shown, either 

pay that amount or ask that it be 
deleted and pay your own tip but 
certainly do not double tip. 
 
What we personally have found more 
offensive is that various people  from 
the US or Canada have had one buffet 
but two have shared from the plate 
and  paid for only one, others have 
taken food home for pets and 
yesterday we learned that yet other 
patrons (?) have actually taken their 
own food and drink to the restaurant. 
Now come on people, every one 
knows these are not acceptable 
practices, this is a restaurant and their 
livelihood relies on patrons eating 
and drinking in their establishment. In 
actual fact all of these points 
constitute stealing! 
 
As an added point on tipping, it 
should be noted that it is not required 
to pay tips to taxis as we are used to 
up north, unless there has been 
incredible additional service. This is 
taken care of in the fare.
